Sizing

If vou are uncertain as to which
size is best for you, take careful
Inseam measurements (crotch
seam to floor, with pants on
and shoes off) and follow these
guidelines:

Front. Adequate standover
height in front is essential so
that the captain can control the
bike while starting and stop-
ping. A perfect front size for
most riders will be 9.5” less
than inseam, and the allowable
range will be plus or minus

1.257 If this 2.5" range ind-
cates two of the standard front
sizes, then you are advised to
consider your preferred riding
position while making this
decision. If, for instance, you
prefer a comparatively upright
position, vou should lean to-
wards getting the larger frame-
size. If, on the other hand, you
enjoy the more efficient racing
position, you will choose the
smaller size. In no case should
you choose a size outside of
the 2.5" range.

Rear. Figuring the rear size (s
much easier. Rear stem height
Is not dependent on framesize
and standover height is rela-
tively immaterial. The rear rider
normally mounts and dis
mounts the same way that they
would mount or dismount a
horse. Further, the stoker will
never need ta put a foot down
when stopping, much less
stand over the frame. This ex
plains why “mixteback” and
staggered top-tube designs are
undesirable — with these
designs frame integrity is
sacrificed for an imagined com-
fort. Riders that can barely
straddle a 19” frame will find
themselves perfectly comforta-
ble on the back of a 25" x 22"
